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Assessment and Reporting

AChildren will be judged to be working below the expected standard, working at
the expected standard or working at greater depth.

ATest scores will be reported as ‘scaled scores'.

AYour child will be taught with the highest expectations and cover all required
elements of the curriculum, similar to previous years.

AThe new curriculum is rigorous and sets high expectations which we will work
hard to meet.
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At the end of Year 2, children will take assessments in:

A Reading;

A English grammar, punctuation and spelling;
A Maths.
The tests are due to take place throughout the month of May.

o There isnt a writing test but children will still be assessed on their writing.
The assessment will be a teacher judgement and will be made from the
children’s ongoing work.

o Although the children are tested in reading, SPAG and maths, a teacher
judgement is also made. This means that the teacher judgement can
override the test score if they feel they have underperformed in the test. [ ¢
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At the end of the year, writing will be assessed with the national ‘Interim
Framwork'’. Teachers will use this to judge whether the children are below the

expected standard, at the expected standard or work at greater depth.
Working at the expected standard

The pupil can, after discussion with the teacher:

+ write simple, coherent narratives about personal experiences and those of others
(real or fictional)

write about real events, recording these simply and clearly

demarcate most sentences in their writing with capital letters and full stops, and use
question marks correctly when required

use present and past tense mostly correctly and consistently

use co-ordination (e.g. or / and / but) and some subordination (e.g. when / if / that /
because) to join clauses

segment spoken words into phonemes and represent these by graphemes, spelling
many of these words correctly and making phonically-plausible attempts at others

spell many commeon exception words™

form capital letters and digits of the correct size, onientation and relationship to one
another and to lower-case letters

+ use spacing between words that reflects the size of the letters.

Working at greater depth

The pupil can, after discussion with the teacher:

« write effectively and coherently for different purposes, drawing on their reading to
inform the vocabulary and grammar of their writing

chapter
make simple additions, revisions and proof-reading corrections to their own writing menu

use the punctuation taught at key stage 1 mostly correctly”™
spell most common exception words®

add suffixes to spell most words correctly in their writing (e.g. —-ment, —ness, —ful,
—less, —Iy)®

use the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join some letters.
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The Reading Test consists of two separate papers:

APaper 1 — Contains a selection of texts totalling between 400 and 700 words with questions
about the text.

APaper 2 — Contains a reading booklet of a selection of passages totalling 800 to 1100 words.
Children will write their answers to questions about the passage in a separate booklet.

A Each paper is worth 50% of the marks and should take approximately 30 minutes to
complete. The children are not strictly timed and can have longer if necessary.

A The texts will cover a range of poetry, fiction and non-fiction.
A Questions are designed to assess the comprehension and understanding of a child’s reading.

A Some guestions are multiple choice or selected response, others require
short answers and some require an extended response or explanation.

A As well as the reading test, a teacher will make a judgement from the children’s day to
day work. This is an example of a child reading at

Children will sit two tests: Paper 1 and Paper 2:

A

Paper 1is for arithmetic, lasting approximately 25 minutes and worth 25 marks.
It covers calculation methods for all operations.

Paper 2 covers problem solving, reasoning and mathematical fluency, lasts for
approximately 35 minutes and is worth 35 marks.

Pupils will still require calculation skills and questions will be varied including
multiple choice, matching, true/false, completing a chart or table or drawing a
shape. Some questions will also require children to show or explain their
working out.

Again, children are not strictly timed.
